To enroll in an Associate degree program you must have completed High school or have a GED or have
an adequate reason why you don't have either one.

For a Bachelors level degree program you must have an associate degree or 90 credits to enter straight
into a Bachelor program. You may enroll in a Bachelor program as a new student but you will have to do
undergraduate work as well. To enter a Master’s degree program you must first have a Bachelor degree.
And to enter a doctorate program you must have a Master’s degree. So if you have previous degree
credit preferably in theology studies make sure we know that

*Master and Doctorate degrees require a Thesis for Master and a Dissertation for any Doctorate
programs. To enter a Doctorate program you must first have a Masters degree.*
